tRUE haces cuando tiemes miedp?

Nuestra condicion humana nos hace limitados, en ocasiones no
podemos controlar ni resolver situaciones que son de gran
importancia para nosotros. Muchas veces, el resultado de esta
impotencia es “sentir miedo”; miedo a perder la casa o el trabajo,
miedo a perder el buen nombre, miedo a perder la pareja o a ser
rechazado, miedo a la traicion de un amigo, miedo a desarrollar
una enfermedad terminal y dolorosa, miedo a caer en el infierno
por toda la eternidad. En fin, miedos de todo tipos y tamafios.

Qué hacer cuando sentimos miedo? La biblia cuenta la historia
del Rey Josafat (2 Cronicas 20: 1-) Dice que este rey del pueblo de
Israel o pueblo de Dios sintié miedo porque tres pueblos se
aliaron y venian en camino a atacarlo a él y a su pueblo; por
supuesto, el ejército de Israel era mucho menor que el de esos
tres pueblos juntos. Qué hizo el rey Josafat con su miedo? La
biblia dice que:

1-Se dispuso a buscar a Dios.
2-Promulgo un ayuno en todo el pueblo

3-Congrego al pueblo para orar y alabar a Dios, y proclamar
todas las maravillas y milagros que Dios siempre habia hecho por
ellos. Reconocieron que no tenian fuerzas y no sabian que
hacer para enfrentar esa gran multitud que venia en contra de
ellos. Pidieron a Dios que los defendiera. En este momento el
Espiritu de Dios hablo a través de un joven del pueblo y les
profetizd: “No tengan miedo porque esta guerra no es de
ustedes sino de Dio. Salgan manana al encuentro de ellos
pues Yahveh nuestro Dios peleara por nosotros”

4-Ante esta profecia Josafat y todo el pueblo se postraron rostro
en tierra para adorar al Sefor, y alabaron a Dios con gran
clamor.

5-losafat exhorto al pueblo a confiar en el Senor.

6-Organizo el ejército, ordené a los cantores vestirse con
ornamentos sagrados y que marcharan al frente del ejército
cantando y alabando a Dios.

Mientras iban de camino, Dios hizo que los pueblos enemigos se

confundieran y se aniquilaran unos a otros, cuando el ejército de
Josafat llegé al lugar donde debia ocurrir la batalla solo
encontraron cadaveres, y lo Unico que tuvieron gue hacer fué
recoger todas las provisiones, ganado, y articulos de valor que
habian dejado los soldados muertos.

7- Después de esto, se dirigieron al templo de Jerusalén con
salterios, citaras, trompetas y todo tipo de instrumentos
musicales para dar gracias a Dios por su misericordia hacia ellos.
Hermano la proxima vez que sientas miedo te reto a que hagas
esto mismo que hizo el rey Josafat, yo lo he hecho varias veces y
he experimentado que el que confia en el Sefior no queda
defraudado. Como dice el salmista; “Haz la prueba y veras que
bueno es el Sefor”.....y te aseguro gue no quedaras defraudado,
luego daras testimonio de la fidelidad y el poder de Dios!

what do you do when you are afraid?

Our human condition makes us limited, sometimes we
cannot control or resolve situations that are of great
importance to us. Many times, the result of this
helplessness is “feeling afraid”; fear of losing the house or
the job, fear of losing the good name, fear of losing the
partner or being rejected, fear of the betrayal of a friend, fear
of developing a terminal and painful illness, fear of falling
into hell for all eternity. In short, fears of all types and sizes.

What do you do when you feel afraid? The Bible tells the
story of King Jehoshaphat (2 Chronicles 20: 1-) It says that
this king of the people of Israel or people of God felt afraid
because three peoples allied and were on their way to attack
him and his people; of course, the army of Israel was much
smaller than those three peoples together. What did King
Jehoshaphat do with his fear? The Bible says that:

1-He set out to find God.
2-He proclaimed a fast throughout the people

3-He gathered the people together to pray and praise God,
and to proclaim all the wonders and miracles that God had
always done for them. They recognized that they had no
strength and did not know what to do to face that great
multitude that was coming against them. They asked God
to defend them. At this moment the Spirit of God spoke
through a young man of the people and prophesied to them:
“Do not be afraid because this war is not yours but God's.
Go out tomorrow to meet them because Yahweh our God
will fight for us.”

4-Before this prophecy Jehoshaphat and all the people fell
face down to worship the Lord, and they praised God with
aloud cry.

5-Jehoshaphat exhorted the people to trust in the Lord.

6-He organized the army, ordered the singers to dress in
sacred ornaments and to march at the front of the army
singing and praising God.

As they were on their way, God caused the enemy peoples to
become confused and annihilate each other. When
Jehoshaphat's army arrived at the place where the battle
was to take place, they only found corpses, and the only
thing they had to do was collect all the provisions, livestock,
and valuable items that the dead soldiers had left behind.

7- After this, they went to the temple of Jerusalem with
psalteries, zithers, trumpets and all kinds of musical
instruments to thank God for his mercy towards them.

Brother, the next time you feel afraid, | challenge you to do
the same thing that King Jehoshaphat did. | have done it
several times and | have experienced that he who trusts in
the Lord is not disappointed. As the psalmist says; "Try it
and you will see that the Lord is good." ... and | assure you
that you will not be disappointed, then you will bear witness
to the faithfulness and power of God!
