Dueiio o administrador?

Hay dos maneras de ver todo lo que tenemos, ya sea nuestro tiempo, talentos, la
salud, los hijos, todas las cosas materiales que hemos adquirido. Una manera es
vernos como duefios y la otra es vernos como administradores. Es peligroso sentirnos
como duefios ya que un duefio no esta obligado a compartir sus posesiones ni con
los demas ni con Dios. Ademas, es casi normal que un duefio se sienta resentido,
enojado 0 amargado cuando pierde alguna de sus pertenencias. En Cambio, el vernos
como administradores puede despertar en nosotros un sentimiento de gratitud hacia
Dios que nos ha confiado el cuidado y la administracion de todo lo que tenemos y nos
ha colmado de dones espirituales para poder administrar adecuadamente sus
riquezas.

Enla Primera lectura del dia de hoy (Deuteronomio 26, 4-10), Moisés esta exhortando
al pueblo a entregar al sacerdote las primicias de sus cosechas, y ponerlas a
disposicion del templo. Para motivarlos Moisés les recuerda que durante muchos
afios, ellos eran esclavos en Egipto y gue no poseian absolutamente nada. Dios los
libero de esa esclavitud, les regalo una tierra fértil y les proveyo todo lo necesario para
que puedan sembrar y cosechar. En otras palabras Moisés les esta diciendo todo lo
que ahora tienen ha venido de Dios, ustedes lo estan administrando y lo correcto es
devolver al duefio los primeros frutos de la cosecha. Moisés también les dijo que
después de entregar las primicias debian postrarse y adorar a Dios.

Dios dice claramente en su Palabra que todo lo que hay en cielo y tierra es suyo
porque todo lo hicieron sus manos ( Isaias 66: 1-2) . Si creemos en su Palabra
entonces deberiamos reconocer que Dios es el duefio y nosotros solamente somos
administradores. La ventaja de ser administradores es que nunca tendremos motivos
para estar resentidos ni amargados si el duefio decide retirar o reclamar una parte de
los bienes que nos habia confiado, ya gue al final no eran nuestros. La verdad es que
Dios sigue siendo tan generoso con nosotros como lo fue con su pueblo Israel,
también a nosotros nos ha liberado el Sefior de vicios y esclavitudes, y nos ha
bendecido con toda clase de bienes materiales y espirituales. ;Cual es la diferencia?
¢ Porque en tiempos de Moises todos llevaban al altar las primicias de sus cosechas
en actitud de adoracion y agradecimiento a Dios? ;Porque ellos se sentian como
administradores y la mayoria de nosotros nos sentimos como duefios? Tal vez la
respuesta es muy simple, en estos tiempos hay personas que no han tenido un Moisés
que les ayude a reconocer la dependencia y providencia de Dios.

Y tl te animas a ser un Moisés que exhorte a los demés a reconocer a Dios como el
duefio y soberano de todo?

Ya iniciamos el tiempo de cuaresma, tiempo en el que Jesus, por amor, se entrego a
si mismo en rescate por nosotros, tiempo ideal para corresponder a ese amor, para
dar limosnas, para devolver a Dios una parte de los bienes que El nos ha regalado.
Pidamosle al Sefior que nos libere de la esclavitud del egoismo, y nos conceda la
gracia de amarlo con todo nuestro corazon y con todas nuestras fuerzas, la gracia de
contribuir generosamente al mantenimiento del templo y de remediar las necesidades
de nuestros hermanos.

Owner or manager?

There are two ways of looking at everything we have, whether it be our time,

talents, health, children, or all the material things we have acquired. One way
is to see ourselves as owners and the other is to see ourselves as
administrators. It is dangerous to feel like owners since an owner is not
obligated to share his possessions with others or with God. Furthermore, it is
almost normal for an owner to feel resentful, angry or bitter when he loses one
of his belongings. On the other hand, seeing ourselves as administrators can
awaken in us a feeling of gratitude towards God who has entrusted us with the
care and administration of everything we have and has showered us with
spiritual gifts to be able to properly manage his wealth.

In today's First Reading (Deuteronomy 26:4-10) Moses is exhorting the people
to give the priest the first fruits of their harvest and make them available for the
temple. To motivate them, Moses reminds them that for many years they were
slaves in Egypt and that they owned absolutely nothing. God freed them from
that slavery, gave them fertile land and provided them with everything they
needed to sow and harvest. In other words, Moses is telling them that
everything they now have has come from God, you are managing it and the
right thing to do is to return the first fruits of the harvest fo the owner. Moses
also told them that after delivering the first fruits they should bow down and
worship God.

God clearly says in his Word that everything in heaven and earth is his because
everything was made by his hands (Isaiah 66: 1-2). If we believe in his Word
then we should recognize that God is the owner and we are only administrators.
The advantage of being administrators is that we will never have reasons to be
resentful or bitter if the owner decides to withdraw or claim a part of the goods
that he had entrusted to us, since in the end they were not ours. The truth is
that God continues to be as generous with us as he was with his people Israel,
the Lord has also freed us from vices and slavery and has blessed us with all
kinds of material and spiritual goods. What is the difference? Because in Moses'
time everyone brought the first fruits of their harvest to the altar in an attitude of
worship and gratitude to God? Because they felt like administrators and most
of us feel like owners? Perhaps the answer is very simple: in these times there
are people who have not had a Moses to help them recognize God's
dependence and providence.

And do you dare to be a Moses who exhorts others to recognize God as the
owner and sovereign of everything?

We have already begun the time of Lent, a time in which Jesus, out of love,
gave himself as a ransom for us, an ideal time to reciprocate that love, to give
alms, to return to God a part of the goods that He has given us. Let us ask the
Lord to free us from the slavery of selfishness, and to grant us the grace fo love
Him with all our heart and with all our strength, the grace to confribute
generously to the maintenance of the temple and to remedy the needs of our
brothers.
