Justicia o misericordia?

Aqui en la tierra usualmente todos exigimos que se nos trate con
justicia, que se respeten nuestros derechos. Mucha gente reclama
justicia de parte de su empleador, justicia de parte de los gobernantes
y los que tienen poder para tomar decisiones , otros reclaman que se
haga justicia por la muerte de algtin amigo o familiar que ha sido
asesinado. Que es la justicia? Segun Platon, Justicia es dar a cada
uno lo que merece. Castigar al que hace el mal y premiar al que hace
el bien.

Cuaresma es un tiempo muy apropiado para dar gracias a Dios
porque no nos ha tratado como mereceriamos ser tratados de
acuerdo con nuestros pecados, en ese sentido podemos decir que no
nos ha tratado con justicia, en cambio nos ha tratado con
misericordia. Misericordia es compadecerse del sufrimiento ajeno y
hacer algo para remediarlo, es darle al otro el amor que necesita,
aungue no se lo merece. Sabemos que Dios tiene muchos atributos,
Dios es amor, es omnipotente, es omnipresente, pero Jesus le dijo a
sor Faustina que el mayor atributo de todos los que él tiene, es su
MISERICORDIA. Hay varios textos en la biblia que muestran la
misericordia de Jesus, pero lo mas importante es que en la mayoria
de los casos las personas que fueron tratadas con misericordia
respondieron tratando con un amor muy grande a Jesus y a los
demads. Veamos algunos ejemplos:

Jesuts miré con amor y misericordia a pedro después de que este lo
nego y que ocurrié? Pedro también entrego su vida por proclamar el
nombre de Jesus. Lucas 22: 54-62

Zaqueo, era rechazado porque le cobraba impuestos a los de su
pueblo para beneficiar a los opresores Romanos. Jesus, no lo
rechazo, lo visit6, cend en su casa y el resultado fue que Zaqueo se
arrepintio, regald la mitad de sus riquezas a los pobres y devolvio 4
veces mas a los que habia defraudado. Lucas 19: 1-10

Jesls no condend a la mujer adultera que de acuerdo con la justicia
de ese tiempo deberia ser apedreada y mas tarde leemos que una
prostituta entro a una casa donde estaba Jesdus, le beso los pies, los
lavo, los seco con sus cabellos y le derramo perfume. Lucas 7: 36-50.

Cuaresma es tiempo para contemplar y meditar que la misericordia
es superior a la justicia. El profeta Isaias resalta la misericordia que
Jesls mostro a cada uno de nosotros porque el soporto el castigo
que nos trajo la Paz, fue aplastado por nuestros pecados, destruido
por nuestras faltas y por sus llagas hemos sido sanados (Isaias 53:5).
Ojala que esta misericordia que hemos recibido de parte de Dios no
permanezca estéril sino que nos ayude a producir los mismos frutos
que produjeron, pedro, Pablo, Zaqueo, la prostituta y tantos otros para
que seamos como antorchas encendidas que indiquen a otros el
camino de la salvacion!

Justice or mercy?

Here on earth, we usually demand that we be treated fairly, that
our rights be respected. Many people demand justice from their
employer, justice from those in power and those who have the
power to make decisions, others demand that justice be done for
the death of a friend or family member who has been murdered.
What is justice? According to Plato, Justice is giving each one
what he deserves. Punish the one who does evil and reward the
one who does good.

Lent is a very appropriate time to thank God that He has not
treated us as we deserve to be treated, according to our sins, in
that sense we can say that He has not treated us with justice,
instead He has treated us with mercy. Mercy is to feel
compassion for the suffering of others and to do something to
remedy it, it is to give people the love they need, even if they do
not deserve it. We know that God has many attributes, God is love,
he is omnipotent, he is omnipresent, but Jesus told Sister
Faustina that the greatest attribute of all that he has, is his
MERCY. There are several texts in the Bible that show the mercy
of Jesus, but please notice that in most cases the people who
were treated with mercy responded by treating others with love
and mercy. Let's look at some examples:

Jesus looked at Peter with love and mercy immediately after
Peter denied him and what happened? Peter loved Jesus so much
that he laid down his life to make Jesus known. Luke 22:54-62
Zacchaeus was rejected because he collected tax money from his
people to benefit the Roman oppressors. Jesus did not reject him,
he visited him, he dined at his house and the result was that
Zacchaeus repented, gave away half of his wealth to the poor and
returned 4 times more to those he had defrauded. Luke 19:1-10

Jesus did not condemn the adulterous woman who according to
the justice of that time should be stoned and what happened? We
read in the bible that a prostitute entered a house where Jesus
was, kissed his feet, washed them, dried them with her hair and
poured perfume on him. Luke 7:36-50.

Lent is a time to contemplate and meditate that MERCY IS
SUPERIOR to justice. The prophet Isaiah highlights the mercy that
Jesus showed to each of us because he endured the punishment
that brought us peace, was crushed for our sins, destroyed for our
faults, and by his stripes we have been healed (Isaiah 53:5). May
this mercy that we have received from God not remain sterile but
would help us to produce the same fruits that Peter, Paul,
Zacchaeus, the prostitute produced so that we may be like lighted

torches that show others the way of salvation!
