Si somos ovejas, vencemos;
si nos convertimos en lobos, somos vencidos

Mientras somos ovejas, vencemos y superamos a los lobos,
aunqgue nos rodeen en gran nimero; pero, si nos convertimos en
lobos, entonces somos vencidos, porque nos vemos privados de
la proteccioén del Pastor. Este, en efecto, no pastorea lobos, sino
ovejas, Y, por esto, te abandonay se aparta entonces de ti, porque
no le dejas mostrar su poder.

Es como si dijera: «<No os alteréis por el hecho de que os envio en
medio de lobos y, al mismo tiempo, os mando que seais como
ovejas y como palomas. Hubiera podido hacer que fuera al revés
y enviaros de modo que no tuvierais que sufrir mal alguno ni
enfrentaros como ovejas ante lobos, podia haberos hecho mas
temibles que leones; pero eso no era lo conveniente, porque asi
vosotros hubierais perdido prestigio y yo la ocasion de
manifestar mi poder. Es lo mismo que decia a Pablo: Te basta mi
gracia: la fuerza se realiza en la debilidad. Asi es como yo he
determinado que fuera». Al decir: Os mando como ovejas, dice
implicitamente: «No desmayéis: yo sé muy bien que de este
modo sois invencibles».

Pero, ademas, para que pusieran también ellos algo de su parte
y no pensaran que todo habia de ser pura gracia y que habian de
ser coronados sin mérito propio, afiade: Por eso, sed sagaces
como serpientes y sencillos como palomas. «Mas, ;de qué servira
nuestra sagacidad —es como si dijesen— en medio de tantos
peligros? ;Cémo podremos ser sagaces en medio de tantos
embates? Por mucha que sea la sagacidad de la oveja, ;de qué
le aprovechara cuando se halle en medio de los lobos, y en tan
gran numero? Por mucha que sea la sencillez de la paloma, ;de
qué le servira, acosada por tantos gavilanes?» Ciertamente, la
sagacidad y la sencillez no sirven para nada a estos animales
irracionales, pero a vosotros os sirven de mucho.

Pero veamos cual es la sagacidad que exige aqui el
Sefor. «Como serpientes —dice—. Asi como a la serpiente no le
importa perderlo todo, aunque sea seccionado su cuerpo, con tal
que conserve la cabeza, asi también tu -dice— debes estar
dispuesto a perderlo todo, tu dinero, tu cuerpo y aun la misma
vida, con tal que conserves la fe. La fe es la cabezay la raiz; si la
conservas, aunque pierdas todo lo demas, lo recuperards luego
con creces». Asi, pues, no te manda que seas so6lo sencillo ni sélo
sagaz, sino ambas cosas a la vez, porque en ello consiste la
verdadera virtud. La sagacidad de la serpiente te hara
invulnerable a los golpes mortales; la sencillez de la paloma
frenara tus impulsos de venganza contra los que te dafian o te
ponen asechanzas, pues, sin esto, en nada aprovecha la
sagacidad.

Nadie piense que estos mandatos son imposibles de cumplir. El
Sefior conoce mas que nadie la naturaleza de las cosas: él sabe
que la violencia no se vence con la violencia, sino con la
mansedumbre.

En este tiempo de Adviento, pidamos al Buen Pastor, que nos dé

la fuerza para conservar la cabeza de la Fe, y seguir caminando

como ovejas, ain en medio de lobos, siempre bajo su proteccion.
De las Homilias de San Juan Criséstomo

If we are sheep, we conquer;
If we become wolves, we are defeated

While we are sheep, we conquer and overcome the wolves,
even if they surround us in great numbers; but if we become
wolves, then we are defeated, because we are deprived of the
Shepherd's protection. He, in fact, does not shepherd wolves,
but sheep, and for this reason, he abandons you and turns
away from you, because you do not allow him to show his
power.

It is as if he were saying: “Do not be troubled by the fact that |
am sending you into the midst of wolves and, at the same
time, commanding you to be like sheep and like doves. | could
have done the opposite and sent you in such a way that you
would not have to suffer any harm or face wolves like sheep; |
could have made you more fearsome than lions; but that was
not appropriate, because then you would have lost prestige
and | the opportunity to manifest my power.” It is the same
thing he said to Paul: “My grace is sufficient for you, for my
power is made perfect in weakness.” This is how | have
determined it to be.” By saying, “I am sending you out as
sheep,” he is implicitly saying, “Do not lose heart: | know very
well that in this way you are invincible.”

But, furthermore, so that they too might do their part and not
think that everything was to be pure grace and that they were
to be crowned without any merit of their own, he adds:
“Therefore be shrewd as serpents and innocent as doves.”
“But what good will our shrewdness be,” it is as if they were
saying, “in the midst of so many dangers? How can we be
shrewd in the midst of so many attacks? However shrewd the
sheep may be, what good will it do when it is in the midst of
wolves, and in such great numbers? However innocent the
dove may be, what good will it do, harassed by so many
hawks?” Certainly, shrewdness and simplicity are of no use to
these irrational animals, but they are of great use to you.

But let us see what kind of shrewdness the Lord demands
here. “Like serpents,” He says. “Just as the serpent does not
mind losing everything, even if its body is severed, as long as
it keeps its head, so t00,” He says, “must be prepared to lose
everything: your money, your body, and even your very life, as
long as you keep the faith. Faith is the head and the root; if you
keep it, even if you lose everything else, you will later recover
it in abundance.” Therefore, he does not command you to be
merely simple nor merely astute, but both at the same time,
for therein lies true virtue. The shrewdness of the serpent will
make you invulnerable to mortal blows; the simplicity of the
dove will restrain your impulses of revenge against those who
harm you or lay traps for you, for without this, shrewdness is
of no use.

Let no one think that these commandments are impossible to
fulfill. The Lord knows the nature of things better than anyone:
He knows that violence is not overcome with violence, but with
gentleness.

In this Advent season, let us ask the Good Shepherd to give us
the strength to keep the head of the Faith, and to continue
walking like sheep, even in the midst of wolves, always under his
protection.
