Palm Sunday
When Jesus arrived in Jerusalem to celebrate Passover, he
asked his disciples to bring him a donkey, which he then rode.
Before entering Jerusalem, people spread their cloaks on the
road, and others cut branches from trees to carpet his path, just
as they were accustomed to do when greeting kings.

Those who went before and behind Jesus shouted:
"Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in
the highest!"

He entered the city of Jerusalem, the most important city and
the capital of his nation, and many people, children and adults,
accompanied him and received him like a king with palms and
branches, shouting "Hosanna," which means "Long live!" The
people of the city asked, "Who is this?" and they answered, "This
is Jesus, the prophet from Nazareth in Galilee." This was his
triumphal entry.

The crowd that followed him was made up of men, women, and
children, each with their own name, occupation, good and bad
qualities, and all with the same desire to follow Jesus. Some of
these people had witnessed Jesus' miracles and heard his
parables. This led them to praise him with palm branches when
he entered Jerusalem.

Many followed Christ in this moment of triumph, but few
accompanied him in his passion and death.

While this was happening, the Jewish priests were looking for
pretexts to imprison him, for they were afraid when they saw
how the people loved him more and more and how they had
acclaimed him upon entering Jerusalem.

What does this mean for our lives?

It is an opportunity to proclaim Jesus as the king and center of
our lives. We should be like those people in Jerusalem who
were so enthusiastic about following Christ. Saying “Long live
my Christ, long live my King..." is a day when we can tell Christ
that we too want to follow Him, even if we have to suffer or die
for Him. That we want Him to be the King of our lives, of our
families, of our country, and of the whole world. We want Him
to be our friend in every moment of our lives.

Explanation of the Palm Sunday Mass.

The Mass begins with the procession of palms. We receive the
palms and say or sing “Blessed is he who comes in the name
of the Lord.” The priest blesses the palms and leads the
procession. Then the Mass begins. The Gospel of the Passion
of Christ is read.

Prayer for placing blessed palms in the home:
Bless our home, O Lord.
May your Son Jesus and the Virgin Mary reign in it.
Through your intercession, grant us peace, love, and respect,
so that by respecting and loving one another,
we may honor them in our family life.
Be Thou the King in our home.
Amen.

Domingo de Ramos
Cuando llegaba a Jerusalén para celebrar la pascua, Jesus les pidio
a sus discipulos traer un burrito y lo monté. Antes de entrar en
Jerusalén, la gente tendia sus mantos por el camino y otros
cortaban ramas de drboles alfombrando el paso, tal como
acostumbraban a saludar a los reyes.

Los que iban delante y detrds de Jesus gritaban:
"iBendito el que viene en nombre del Sefior! jHosanna en las
alturas!”

Entré a la ciudad de Jerusalén, que era la ciudad mds importante y
la capital de su nacién, y mucha gente, nifios y adultos, lo
acompaiiaron y recibieron como a un rey con palmas y ramos
gritdndole “hosanna” que significa “Viva". La gente de la ciudad
preguntaba ;quién es éste? y les respondian: “Es el profeta Jesus,
de Nazaret de Galilea”. Esta fue su entrada triunfal.

La muchedumbre que lo seguia estaba formada por hombres,
mujeres y nifios, cada uno con su nombre, su ocupacion, sus cosas
buenas y malas, y con el mismo interés de seguir a Jesus. Algunas
de estas personas habian estado presentes en los milagros de
Jesus y habian escuchado sus pardbolas. Esto los llevé a alabarlo
con palmas en las manos cuando entré en Jerusalén.

Fueron muchos los que siguieron a Cristo en este momento de
triunfo, pero fueron pocos los que lo acompaiiaron en su pasion y
muerte.

Mientras esto sucedia, los sacerdotes judios buscaban pretextos
para meterlo en la carcel, pues les dio miedo al ver como la gente
lo amaba cada vez mas y como lo habian aclamado al entrar a
Jerusalén.

¢Qué significado tiene esto en nuestras vidas?

Es una oportunidad para proclamar a Jesuis como el rey y centro de
nuestras vidas. Debemos parecernos a esa gente de Jerusalén que
se entusiasmo por seguir a Cristo. Decir “que viva mi Cristo, que
viva mi rey...” Es un dia en el que le podemos decir a Cristo que
nosotros también queremos seguirlo, aunque tengamos que sufrir
o morir por El. Que queremos que sea el rey de nuestra vida, de
nuestra familia, de nuestra patria y del mundo entero. Queremos
que sea nuestro amigo en todos los momentos de nuestra vida.

Amén.
