Baptism: The gateway to the life of grace
Holy Baptism is the foundation of the entire Christian life, the
gateway to life in the Spirit (vitae spiritualis ianua), and the door
that grants access to the other sacraments. Through Baptism, we
are freed from sin and reborn as children of God; we become
members of Christ, are incorporated into the Church, and share in
its mission: “Baptism is the sacrament of regeneration through
water in the word.”

Baptism is God’s most beautiful and magnificent gift... We call it
gift, grace, anointing, illumination, garment of immortality, bath of
rebirth, seal, and most precious gift. It is called gift because it is
conferred on those who bring nothing of their own; grace because
it is given even to the guilty; baptism because sin is buried in the
water; anointing because it is priestly and royal, like those who
are anointed; illumination because it radiates light; garment
because it covers our shame; bath because it washes; and seal
because it is our protection and a sign of God'’s Lordship.

This sacrament is also called "the washing of regeneration and
renewal by the Holy Spirit," because it signifies and effectively
brings about the birth of water and the Spirit, without which no
one "can enter the kingdom of God." This bath is called
illumination, because those who receive this [catechetical]
instruction are enlightened in their understanding, having
received in Baptism the Word, "the true light that enlightens
everyone." The baptized person has been "enlightened," becomes
a "child of light," in fact, becomes "light" himself.

According to the Apostle Paul, the believer enters through
Baptism into communion with the death of Christ, is buried with
him, and rises with him: "Or do you not know that all of us who
were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? We
were therefore buried with him through baptism into death, so
that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of
the Father, we too may live a new life."

Those who are baptized have been "clothed with Christ." Through
the Holy Spirit, baptism is a bath that purifies, justifies, and
sanctifies. Taken from the Catechism of the Catholic Church

El Bautismo: La puerta a la vida de gracia

El Santo Bautismo es el fundamento de toda la vida cristiana, la
puerta de entrada a la vida en el Espiritu ( vitae spiritualis ianua ), y
la puerta que da acceso a los demas sacramentos. Por el Bautismo
somos liberados del pecado y renacemos como hijos de Dios; nos
convertimos en miembros de Cristo, nos incorporamos a la Iglesia
y participamos de su mision: «El Bautismo es el sacramento de la
regeneracion por el agua en la palabra».

El bautismo es el don mas hermoso y magnifico de Dios... Lo
llamamos don, gracia, uncion, iluminacién, vestidura de
inmortalidad, bafio de renacimiento, sello y don preciosisimo. Se
llama don porque se confiere a quienes no aportan nada
propio; gracia porque se da incluso a los
culpables; bautismo porque el pecado se sepulta en el
agua; uncién porque es sacerdotal y real como quienes son
ungidos; iluminacién porque irradia luz; vestidura porque cubre
nuestra verglienza; bafio porque lava; y sello porque es nuestra
proteccion y sefial del sefiorio de Dios.

Este sacramento también se llama «el lavamiento de regeneracién y
renovacion por el Espiritu Santo», porque significa y produce
efectivamente el nacimiento del agua y del Espiritu, sin los cuales
nadie «puede entrar en el reino de Dios». Este bafio se
llama iluminacién, porque quienes reciben esta instruccién
[catequética] son iluminados en su entendimiento, habiendo
recibido en el Bautismo la Palabra, "la luz verdadera que ilumina a
todo hombre", el bautizado ha sido "iluminado”, se convierte en "hijo
de la luz", de hecho, se convierte en "luz" mismo.

Segun el apdstol Pablo, el creyente entra por medio del Bautismo en
comunion con la muerte de Cristo, es sepultado con él y resucita
con él: ¢Acaso ignorais que todos los que fuimos bautizados en Cristo
Jesus, fuimos bautizados en su muerte? Fuimos, pues, sepultados
con él mediante el bautismo para muerte, a fin de que, asi como Cristo
resucité de entre los muertos por la gloria del Padre, asi también
nosotros andemos en novedad de vida.

Los bautizados se han «revestido de Cristo». Mediante el Espiritu
Santo, el bautismo es un bafio que purifica, justifica y santifica.
